Acts 1 v16 reflects Psalm 41 v 9 – my own friend sold me out. 
 

1. Growth – David learned humility as Christ learned to humble himself by the 
things he suffered (Hebrews 5 v 8).  His obedience meant He was willing to go 
the cross. 

2. Jesus knew when to remove himself from a situation and uses wisdom to 
complete His purpose. Matthew 12 v 14/15. 

 
Think of a recent situation where you felt God was allowing challenges to come against 
you that you thought were unfair and could not really understand.  
 
Q What is the point of this test? 
(David was tested, as is every person called by God.  Remember what you are called to 
be you are Becoming.  
 
Q Were am I weak? 
(Put in work in this area of your fenced wall)  This could be a talkative spirit, anger or 
lies. 
 
2) Movement- Judas will mean I have to adjust my position, so that I can be Set to 
accomplish my mission.

Q. Is God sending me to that place or is it my heart that is wounded? 
(We need to accurately assess flesh over divine purpose.  Wanting to move to another 
church may not be the will of God.  An act of disobedience will cost you dearly! 
 
When I left Calvary Temple I made sure through several confirmations it was the will of 
God.  I submitted to the pastor who asked me to wait a while and received the blessing, I 
was prepared for Gods will which was for me to go to Bethel to assist the pastor and also 
grow into my role as Mother to Nations.
